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Questionnaire Surveys of Students Participating in OSCE Trial of
Kyushu Dental College just after the Trial and 6 Months after the Trial

Abstract : The objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE) of dental education in Japan
will be enforced in 2005. In the present study, we analyzed the questionnaire surveys of students
participating in the OSCE trial of Kyushu Dental College in 2003. The primary survey was carried
out just after the OSCE trial, and the secondary survey was carried out during the clinical practice
6 months after the trial. In the primary survey, almost all students answered that participation in
the OSCE trial was useful for their reviews of lectures, and motivated them for their future clinical
practice. In the secondary survey during their clinical practice, however, students doubted the
meaning of the OSCE trial, and expressed that the curriculums of the clinical practice were
inadequate for increasing their clinical skills. Although the curriculums for dental education of our
college should be considered, the OSCE trial appears to be useful for motivating students before
clinical practice.
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
